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THE TURBOCHARGED INDY FORD

Every vear since 1963, Ford iotor Company has been represented in the Indianapolis

500 by an engine capable of powering a car into the winner's circle.

Three different powerplants have borne the Ford name in the past six years. When
Ford returned to Indianapolis in 1963 after an absence of 28 years, it was with a modified

version of its pushrod 260-cubic-inch production v-8.

In 1964, the first Ford double overhead cam engine appeared. thile some of the
basic features of the 260 engine were retained, the new DOHC engine was a much more
sophisticated piece of machinery. In addition to the overhead cams-one each to operate
the intake and exhaust valves for each bank of cylinders - the engine featured a fuel

injection system.

The DOHC engine moved into the winner's circle for the first time in 1965. Subsedquent
improvements were made to increase horsepower and durability, but the basic engine remained

unchanged in 1966 and 1967 as it recorded two more Indy 500 triumphs.

The third version of Ford power at Indianapolis emerged in 1968. To substantially
boost horsepower, a turbocharger unit was added to the DOHC engine. This along with other

modifications bhrought about a boost from approximately 525 horsepower to more than 600.

The turbocharger, built by Switzer Division, Wallace Murray Corporation, is similar
to a supercharger. Instead of being driven by the engine itself, however, the turbocharger

is driven by exhaust gases from the engine.

High pressure exhaust gases strike blades on a turbine wheel, causing it to spin. A
compressor wheel is connected to the turbine wheel by a solid shaft. As the exhaust
gases turn the turbine wheel, the compressor wheel inducts and compresses air and fuel

which goes first into the intake manifold and then into the engine.

In order to run a turbocharger and comnly to U.S. Aute Club rules, Ford had to reduce
the displacement of its DOHC engine from 255 to 168 cubic inches. Other changes included

a fully machined, forged-billet crankshaft, a forged-steel rod assembly made from a unique

steel refined through a vacuum-melting process, a newly designed camshaft and harmonic

damper with a nodular iron hub and steel inertia ring.

The turbocharged Ford engine was in the early stages of development in last year's
Indy 500. The engine produced high horsepower, but fuel distribution problems made it
difficult to apply power effectively. By fall, the engine was coming along guickly.

A. J. Foyt used it to win the 250-mile championship car race at Hanford, California.

A rule change this year has forced a reduction in the engine's size to 159 cubic
inches. This was accomplished by reducing the engine's bore from 3.76 inches to 3.50.
New and improved intake and exhaust manifolds have been developed as well as a newly

designed piston and an improved magneto.

The Switzer pecple also have come up with a new turbocharger specially tailored
to the Ford engine. The new turbocharger features a redesigned turbine housing for
faster response with the time lag needed to obtain full power reduced 75 per cent;

improved fuel economy, a welght reduction of six pounds, and an improved by-pass valve.

The Ford turbecharged V 8 generates approximately 675 horsepower at 2,800 rpm.
