4 total of 38 cars made 47 attempts to qualify.

During the month there were a total of 51 drivers on the track. There vere 29

lhe furthest back that a winner has ever started was 28th position. 1In 1911 Ray
Harroun started from that spot and won the first race. In 1936 Louils Meyer be-~
came a three-time winner after starting in that spot. In 1929 Cliff Woodbury
quallfied the #8 Bovle Valve Spl. for the pole position but crashed on the fourth
lap and was awarded the last spot, 33rd.

In 1930 Biily Arnold started on the pole and nearly accomplished the 1impossible.
ile lost the lead at the start, but after working his way into the lead on the
third lap, he led the rewaining 168 laps to win.

Tommy Milton became the flrst two~-tlme winner of the 3007 in 1923. The first
three time winner was Louis Meyer who accomplished that feat in 19356, The first
man to win the race twice in a row was Yilbur Shaw who won in 1939 and 1940 for
the second and third times. (o man has ever won three in a row but Al Unser
could accomplish that feat this year.

In 1959, the defending winner, Jimmy Eryan failed to get started at the start of
the race. In 1936, B4111 Cummines, the 1934 winner, falled to nove from his
starting spot due to a broken clutch stud.

'wo years ago Jim Malloy hit the 4th turn wall on the pace lap and the race had
to be halted. In 1957 Elmer Georpe and wmddie Russo colllded on the backstireteh
and were eliminated on the parade lab.

Last year's race winner Al Unser gave car #1 its seventh Indy win. ‘his moves
car #1 ahead of car #2 {(six viectories) for the lead 1in that department. Cars
numbered 3,4,14 & 16 have each won four races. Wo car with a number between 36
and 82 has ever won the 503,
